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Materials for the windows in the facade shall be traditional, such as wood, iron and glass. 
Windows or shutters made of aluminum or shiny stainless steel are to be prohibited.
Ironwork can extend up to 15 cm outwards from the window, and all windows should open 
towards the interior of the property.

With the exception of garage doors, those doors that provide access from the street should 
maintain a general vertical proportion. Garage doors should be as discreet as possible. Ga-
rage doors shall have a maximum width of 5 meters.
 

G. Orientation with Respect to Street

As Chapter Two, Article 7 of  San Miguel de Allende municipal guidelines indicates, the 
director of planning for a given community can establish guidelines regarding construction 
setbacks for properties along a public right-of-way.
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In Vista Antigua, construction can commence at a maximum of two meters inside the actual 
property line. Property owners are responsible for the upkeep of any pavement, green space 
or fountains located within the boundaries of their personal property but lying outside the 
property’s facade. Neither stairs, nor ramps, nor railings, nor gardens, nor fountains can im-
pede sidewalk traffic.
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H. Color

Paint restrictions will apply for facades facing streets and sidewalks. Lime-based and vinyl 
paints are permitted; plastic-based or shiny paints are prohibited. Colors should be those 
that are authorized by the municipal guidelines--browns, earths, greens or terra cotas.

Textures can be smooth, porous or medium grade in high-relief, as indicated in the municipal 
guidelines. Exterior wainscotting shall extend no higher than the bottom third of the first 
floor.

 

I. Chimneys, Bovedas and Cupolas

Permissible chimney, boveda and cupola heights shall be determined by the architectural 
committee after a visual study of the lot in question. Style determinations, while the respon-
sibility of the home’s designer, must integrate well with both the individual construction and  
the general ambience of Vista Antigua. Construction mustn’t impede line-of-sight for sur-
rounding lots.
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Bovedas and cupolas can be covered with any kind of tile, provided that it is of a color that is 
authorized for facades. Sculpture at roof corners can be crafted in cantera, cement, or from 
ceramic, and can be of any type that fits well with the home design.

5. construccion guidelines

A. Area of Construction

The area of construction is designated for loading and unloading materials, for preparing 
materials, and for performing other activities that must be done outside the structure under 
construction. This area will be designated by the committee of architects upon approval of 
the construction plan. The area of construction shall not impede on surrounding sites.

The construction entrance shall be closed and protected after work hours, or when there is 
otherwise no one on site. During dry season, water shall be sprinkled on the soil periodically 
as a means of minimizing dust.

B. Environmental Requirements
At Vista Antigua, providing a pleasant ambience for our residents is fundamental. It is thus es-
sential that contractors provide workers with the necessary facilities to ensure that residents 
of surrounding houses aren’t unnecessarily bothered.

C. Sanitary Facilities

The subcontractor shall provide workers with a portable toilet. Sanitary facilities shall be 
cleaned every three days. Alternately, the portable toilet shall have a system of drainage with 
closed collection point. No work shall be permitted on any site without sanitary facilities.
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D. Temporary Installations

1. Bodegas.- Can be prefabricated or of wood construction with a black roof, and should 
be located in the predetermined area.

2. Trash deposit- Organic trash (food, paper, wood, etc) shall be placed  in  containers 
with secured top, and in the area designated for collection by trash truck. Inorganic 
trash along with scrap materials should be collected periodically.

3. Ilumination.- At mimimum, one light should be installed at the construction site for the 
night  time security of passersby. However, the lighting should not be so strong as to 
disturb the privacy of surrounding residents.

4. Stoves.- Out of respect for custom, workers will be allowed to keep a fire in order to 
heat foodstuff, provided that the smoke doesn’t pose a problem for occupied houses 
surrounding the construction site. Workers must take necessary steps to prevent un-
wanted fires.

E. Noise

We are aware that noise is unavoidable on a construction site, but we encourage subcontrac-
tors to plan noisy activities for a reasonable hour, so as to avoid a negative impact on the 
atmosphere of the community. As assurance against excess noise, pets are also prohibited 
on construction sites.
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F. Parking and Access Areas

Parking for contractors shall be restricted to the area of construction; within that area, work-
ers may park as the construction supervisor sees fit. Both workers and construction materials 
must enter and exit Vista Antigua through the designated construction entrance; all workers 
will be required to identify themselves both entering and leaving Vista Antigua.

G. Work Schedule

The suggested work schedule is from 7 am to 7 pm from monday to friday, and on saturday 
from 8 am to 2 pm.

H. Safety and security

For the safety of both residents and workers, each lot under construction should have holes 
and excavations clearly marked. There should be safe pathways around the site. All instal-
lations, both inside and outside the actual structure under construction, shall be secured 
in order to assure safety for the workers Vista Antigua will not be responsible for any harm 
incurred to a worker onsite because of unsafe work conditions onsite.

In the city of San Miguel, the rapid pace of construction has mandated the use of subcontrac-
tors from other cities. For that reason, workers and subcontractors should introduce them-
selves to the security guard at the entrance, and shall identify themselves each time they 
either enter or leave Vista Antigua.

One velador is the only person permitted to live inside a home under construction.

 
I. Renoval of Trash and Scraps

Upon termination of the project, the subcontractor and property owner will be required to re-
move all trash and scraps that occupy public space--including cement residue on the streets 
and sidewalks. If trash and scrap materials are not removed from public areas within fifteen 
days of a  project’s completion, the property owner will be assessed a fine of $20,000 pesos 
or its equivalent in Dollars.
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J. Information and Identification On Each Worksite

As construction commences, information about the work to be done by the subcontractor; 
the name and telephone number of the project manager; and a copy of the construction 
permit, shall be posted in a prominent and visible place.
